ore vision than 1 ~· t 1ff ici~n t only 

to distinguie.h li ~ht fro~ darkness 
and reeognire the motion (not the 
for~ ) of the hand of t he examiner 
at a distance not greator than one 
foot fro~ the eye; anc no person 
shall be entitl ed to rece i ve a 
pension e xcept upon scientific vis­
ion test E' ... '") ortod by the certificate 
of n corpetent oculi ot, that such 
pPr~on d oe~ not poesess a reater 
vision th~ thn t provided a ove in 
t i$ section ; and evory person pasc­
inc the vision t est and having the

thi ~ art:cle shall be entitled to 
receive a pension of three hundred 
(,300 . 00) doll ars per annum , payablP 
q •.1a rterl y . " 

The fore~o1n~ seftlon is cl Gar and unamblcuous 
and from its ter ms , it seems apparent t.,at a person 
who can dis tinguish between light and darlmess and 
recor ni?.a s the ~~tion of n ~and at a distance greater 
than twelve i nches f r om tho eye is not entitled t o 
receive a blind pension.
