Dear Mr, Combs:

Receipt is acknowledged of your letter
of December 1, 1942, in which you request advice
as follows:

"The Kecorder of Deeds of this county has
inguired of this office as to whether or
not there is any cbligation upon the Re-
corders in this state to furnish, free of
charge, to soldiers, sallors, and other
parties in the armed forces of the United
States, certified coples of marriage 1li-
censes recorded in this county.

"I am uneble to find any provision in the
Missouri law which would require the Re-
corder to furnish these certified coples
free of charge, however, our Hecorder
wishes to be more than fair with men in -
the armed forces and if this is required,
or customary, kindly advise me so that he
may comply with the law or custom in this
state concerning these matters."

The only section of the statutes pertain-
ing to your inquiry is Seection 15077, Article VII,
Chapter 21, Revised Statutes of liissouri of 1939,
which is herein set out:



Hon. J., Carrol Combs -2- December 3, 1942,

"Whenever a certified copy or copies of
any public record in the state of Mis-
souri are required to perfeet the claim
of any soldier, sailor or marine, in ser-
vice or honorably discharged, or any de-
pendent of such soldier, sailor or marine,
for a United States pension, or any other
claim upon the government of the United
States, they shall, upon reguest be fur-
nished by the custodian of such records
without any fee or compensation therefor.”
